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Project Course 1: Health, Well-Being and Inclusive Communities

Nature of Course: Project-Based Course
Focus SDGs
SDG 3 – Good Health & Well-Being
SDG 5 – Gender Equality
Course Description
This project course enables students to engage with issues related to physical, mental and social well-being, gender equity and inclusivity at the community or institutional level. Students will design and implement interventions aimed at promoting health awareness, emotional well-being, gender sensitivity and inclusive practices.
Indicative Project Activities
· Mental health and well-being awareness campaigns
· Gender sensitization workshops
· Safety and inclusivity audits (campus/community)
· Legal and health literacy initiatives
Learning Outcomes
Students will be able to identify health and gender-related challenges, design inclusive interventions and assess social impact.





Project Course 2: Water, Sanitation and Sustainable Resource Management
Nature of Course
Project-Based Course
Focus SDGs
SDG 6 – Clean Water and Sanitation
SDG 12 – Responsible Consumption and Production
Course Description
This course focuses on sustainable water management, sanitation practices and responsible resource use. Students will work on practical projects addressing water conservation, waste reduction and sustainable consumption patterns.
Indicative Project Activities
· Water usage and conservation audits
· Community awareness programmes on sanitation
· Waste segregation and reduction campaigns
· Sustainable consumption surveys
Learning Outcomes
Students will develop practical skills in resource assessment, sustainability planning and community engagement.









Project Course 3: Clean Energy and Climate Action
Nature of Course
Project-Based Course
Focus SDGs
SDG 7 – Affordable and Clean Energy
SDG 13 – Climate Action
Course Description
This project course engages students in addressing climate change and promoting clean energy solutions through applied, localised sustainability initiatives.
Indicative Project Activities
· Energy audits and renewable energy awareness
· Carbon footprint assessment
· Climate action campaigns
· Climate resilience planning
Learning Outcomes
Students will gain skills in climate impact analysis, energy awareness and sustainability advocacy.










Project Course 4: Sustainable Institutions and Responsible Governance
Nature of Course
Project-Based Course
Focus SDGs
SDG 12 – Responsible Consumption
SDG 16 – Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions
Course Description
This course examines institutional sustainability, ethical governance and responsible practices. Students will analyse institutional policies and propose reforms aligned with sustainability and good governance principles.
Indicative Project Activities
· Sustainability audits of institutions
· Policy analysis and improvement proposals
· Ethical governance and transparency studies
· Institutional SDG reporting
Learning Outcomes
Students will be able to evaluate governance structures and design sustainability-oriented institutional solutions.









Project Course 5: Peacebuilding, Youth Leadership and Social Justice
Nature of Course
Project-Based Course
Focus SDGs
SDG 16 – Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions
SDG 5 – Gender Equality
Course Description
This project-based course empowers students to work on peacebuilding, conflict sensitivity, youth leadership and social justice initiatives at the community or institutional level.
Indicative Project Activities
· Peace and dialogue initiatives
· Youth leadership programmes
· Legal awareness and rights education
· Conflict resolution workshops
Learning Outcomes
Students will develop leadership, dialogue and conflict-resolution skills grounded in social justice values.








Project Course 6: Partnerships for Sustainable Development (Capstone Project)
Nature of Course
Project-Based Course (Capstone)
Focus SDGs
SDG 17 – Partnerships for the Goals
(Interlinked with SDGs 3, 5, 6, 7, 12, 13, 16)
Course Description
This capstone project course requires students to design and implement an integrated sustainability project in collaboration with external stakeholders such as NGOs, local bodies, industries or international organisations.
Indicative Project Activities
· Multi-SDG project planning and execution
· Stakeholder collaboration and MoUs
· Impact assessment and reporting
· Final project presentation and reflection
Learning Outcomes
Students will demonstrate the ability to plan, execute and evaluate real-world sustainability projects through collaborative partnerships.
