MR. PRASHANT PANWAR, ASSISTANT PROFESSOR, SOLS

A Research Paper titled “Business Continuity Planning
Enhanced by Al-Driven Cyber Threat Intelligence” authored
by Mr. Prashant Panwar, was published in the proceedings
of the 2025 World Skills Conference on Universal Data
Analytics and Sciences (World SUAS), organized by
IEEE. The same got indexed in Scopus (DOIl: 10.1109/
WorldSUAS66815.2025.11198964). The conference
focussed on emerging trends in data analytics and intelligent
technologies, providing a global platform for researchers and
practitioners to share cutting-edge work in these domains.

The paper explores how Al-driven Cyber Threat Intelligence
can reinforce business continuity planning, strengthen
risk management frameworks and enhance organizational

resilience in an increasingly complex digital ecosystem.
By integrating proactive threat insights with continuity
strategies, Mr. Panwar’s work offers valuable techno-legal
and practical perspectives for organizations seeking to
safeguard critical operations against evolving cyber risks.

This publication marks an important milestone in Mr.
Panwar’s scholarly journey and reflects his growing
contribution to the interdisciplinary fields of artificial
intelligence, cybersecurity and techno-legal studies. The
recognition at an IEEE conference indexed in Scopus further
underscores the academic quality and real-world relevance
of his research.

Ms. Kritika Kakkar published her latest Research Article
titled “Re-calibrating Family Life in the Age of Individual
Autonomy: Comparative Insights on Marriage, Parenthood
and State Intervention” in Lex-localis: Journal of Local Self-
Government (ISSN: 1581-5374, Vol. 23, No. S5, August 12,
2025).

The paper offers a critical examination of how evolving
notions of individual autonomy reshape contemporary
understandings of marriage and parenthood, while
exploring the scope and limits of state intervention in

private family life. Drawing on comparative perspectives,
the study highlights the tension between personal freedom
and collective social responsibility, offering valuable insights
for scholars and policymakers engaged in family law, social
governance, and constitutional theory.

This publication marks an important contribution to ongoing
academic conversations on autonomy, state authority, and
the transformation of family institutions in modern societies.

Dr. Kriti Singh has achieved two significant intellectual
property milestones with the publication of her patent
applications in The Patent Office Journal in 2025. Her first
application (Application No. 202541059174), titled “Artificial
Intelligence for Environmental Protection: Opportunities
and Challenges,” was published on 04 July 2025 in The
Patent Office Journal No. 27/2025. This work explores
how artificial intelligence can be leveraged to support
environmental protection while also critically examining the
ethical, regulatory and technological challenges involved in
deploying Al-driven solutions for sustainability.

Her second patent application (Application No.
202541069052 A), titled “Evaluating the Information
Security Strategies in the Public Sector: Efficiency and

Cyber Security Risks,” was published on 27 July 2025 in The
Patent Office Journal No. 30/2025. This invention focuses on
assessing and optimising information security strategies in
government and public institutions, balancing operational
efficiency with robust safeguards against cyber risks in an
era of rapid digitalisation.

Together, these patent publications underscore Dr. Singh’s
growing contributions at the intersection of artificial
intelligence, environmental governance and public-sector
cybersecurity. They highlight the faculty’s commitment
to forward-looking, techno-legal research with tangible
societal and policy relevance, enhancing the institution’s
profile in emerging, high-impact domains.
